Dormitory facilities:

1) In 5th floors
2) Public area:
1* floor - with TV set and kitchen.
Basement- food court
5" floor public area - with books and magazines.
1% floor public area — with newspaper and magazines.

3) There are bathrooms, toilets, water dispenser, laundries (with coin inserted laundry machine-NT$20 (35
minutes), coin inserted clothing dryer--NT$10 (40 minutes) at every floor. Appliances such as microwave,
refrigerators, and kitchen are available for every student.

4) Room equipment: 2 sets of bed, desk and closet in one room. In addition, there are power outlets in every
room. Internet cable and hub can be borrowed from the manager. (\oltage in Taiwan: 110V)

5) There are refrigerators on the 3" floor, which can be used by students.

1. Accommodation arrangement:

If students have accommodation’s issues due to the difference in habits and customs, they may contact the
dormitory’s manager within one week in order to make the necessary adjustments.

2. Applicants:

International students from Reitaku University, Japan, exchange students from TKU’s sister universities, and
TKU students, selected by Office of International and Cross-Strait Affairs.

3. Access time:

The curfew is from 2 a.m. to 6 a.m. .Do not open the door during that time or lend your student ID card to
others. Student ID card is for individual use only. If this rule is violated over 3 times, we will record it and
will E-mail your university.

4. Dormitory Wi-Fi:

Please turn on the Wi-Fi and search SSID”tku”.Open the IE. The user name is your student ID number and
the password is the last six digits of your student ID number. If it doesn’t work ask your roommate for help.

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Policies and Rules of Residence in TKU Sung-Tao Hall

Dorm residents/students must comply with the relevant resolutions of the meeting and pay attention
to the dormitory bulletin board announcements, school mailbox and Facebook.

Male are not allowed in the rooms.

Use electrical appliances carefully to avoid fire. Cooking is NOT permitted inside the resident’s room.
Unauthorized high voltage appliances are also strictly prohibited.

Smoking, gambling, stealing, excessive drinking, clamoring, quarrel or anything illegal is strictly
prohibited in the dorm.

School’s property should be handled properly. Damaged to any part of the building or furniture, as well
as the loss of school’s items must be compensated.

Dorm residents are expected to maintain tidiness and quietness inside and outside their rooms.
Personal belongings should not be left out in public spaces such as (lobby, corridors, and lavatories).
Hazardous, illegal or flammable items are not allowed in the dorm.

Dorm residents should look after their belongings. In order to avoid any covetous intentions, students
should avoid carrying large amounts of cash.

Student should not reject their assigned roommates.

Dorm residents are not allowed to change their original assigned rooms with others without the
consent of their counselor.

It is strictly prohibited to lend beds to others, or let outsiders stay overnight.

No pets allowed in the dorm.

Vandalizing, damaging or destroying the dorm’s property is prohibited.

Soliciting or conducting business in the hall/dorm complex is not permitted. This includes posting
advertisements, posters or distributing leaflets/flyers without permission.

Avoid storing smelly food in public refrigerators. Items should be marked with the owner’s name and
room number. Do NOT ear other people’s food.

Students should clean up their own food residues/waste and disposed them in the correct trash bins.
Students with approved accommodation, if wish to stay outside overnight, are required to inform in
advance and get the approval before they can leave the hostel. They should be responsible for the
safety of themselves.

After 23:00, please lower the volume during quiet hours. Thank you for your cooperation.

Do not use the washing and drying machines from 00:30 to 07:00 a.m., to avoid disturbing other
students.

Trash should comply with environmental regulations; make sure to properly recycle your trash.

Please pack your own trash to the front door of Sung-Tao hall during Mon. to Sat. 7 P.M.~8:20P.M. and
do recycle.

In order to enhance the security of the dorm, please make sure the door is locked. Do not use objects
to block the entryway/ entrance.

Refrigerator: each room should take turns to clean the refrigerator monthly, discard expired or
perishable items.

Do not hang clothes in the hallway or in the bedroom door.
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Behavior that disturbs the study or sleep of others, or compromises the safety of the dorm is
prohibited.

It is prohibited to use the Internet to download materials in violation of intellectual property rights.
Dorm residents should abide by the policies and rules regarding life in the House, accept counselors’
guidance and assistance, and maintain tidiness, order and safety of the House. Violators of any of the
above responsibilities will lose their dorm resident ship without a chance of objecting.

Falling/refusing to participate in routine activities or dorm meetings will be put on record for student’s
evaluation.

Violation of these provisions will be registered, and this record will be considered when audit for next

dorm acceptance or scholarships.(Exchange student).
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
